3. Insist on a Guarantee - To be 100% sure you'll get your tickets and your money is
safe; try a site like StubHub which guarantees ticket authenticity, secure transactions
and on time delivery. Tickets are worthless if they arrive late.

4. Customer Service is Key - Make sure any online site has a clearly visible Customer
Service number so that you can easily contact a representative directly with any
issues or assistance with your purchase.

5. Beware of below market prices - Be wary of any deals that look too good to be
true. They usually are.

6. Always use a credit card - credit cards have built in securities against fraud. Cash
money and wire transfers should never be used unless you know the seller
personally
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
